Our topic this half term is óDinosaur 
Detectives. For this topic we will be 
learning about different types of 
dinosaurs, their habitats and what 
happened to them.  

We will explore features, sounds, ways 
of moving and fossils to express 
knowledge about dinosaurs  

How can you help me at home?  

Ask me questions about different 
dinosaurs. Find pictures of and facts 
about dinosaurs on the internet and in 
books. 

We will be listening to different stories 
about dinosaurs and joining in with the 
phrases, refrains and actions.  

We will be creating our own stories 
about dinosaurs.  

How can you help me at home?  

Read to me a story a day and 
encourage me to 
use words from 
the book.  

Nursery children will use 2D shapes to 
create their own dinosaur 
arrangements.  

They will use numbers in play and begin 
to recognise them. 

They will sing songs and play games 
which encourage them to count, 
recognise and order numbers. 

How can you help me at home?  

Help me to spot numbers in everyday 
life, on doors, buses, etc. Encourage 
me to talk about the shapes of everyday 
objects. 

As writers, we will practise letters during 
our RWI sessions as well learning how 
to copy our names.  

We will use different marks to represent 
dinosaurs.
